Southeast Ottawa Community Foundation is a nonprofit, community corporation created by
and for the people of Jenison, Hudsonville, Jamestown, and Georgetown Township. We are

here to help our donors make a positive impact on our community.

The Southeast Ottawa Community Foundation (SOCF) was formed in 1990 for the purpose
of financing educational, charitable, or cultural projects within our community.

The SOCF has a Youth Advisory Council (YAC), a group of area high school students

which works to identify needs of young people in the Georgetown, Hudsonville, Jamestown,
and Jenison areas and then recommends funding of programs to address those needs.

YAC members participated in the Memorial Day
Parade, handing out information on mentoring.

This past year focused on development of the board and broadening the awareness of
the work of the Southeast Ottawa Community Foundation in the community. Over the
past year, five board members joined SOCF: Larry Bergman of Sound Off Signal, Bob
Arnoldink of Hudsonville Body Carstar, Aimee Sterk of Michigan Disability Rights
Coalition, Dianne Kokot, retired Jenison Public Schools teacher, and Phil Dirkse, Jenison

Public Schools senior and chair of the SOCF YAC.

FY 2006-2007 Grants

The Board of Trustees of the Southeast Ottawa Community Foundation awarded nearly

$7,000 in grants to meet the needs of our community this year. The following grants were

approved this fiscal year:

* $1,800 to Georgetown Senior Center for a cardiac defibrillator

Jenison Public Schools library
is being expanded through a
grant for building an Autism
Lending Library.

* $1,640 to 2-1-1 of Ottawa County for a marketing campaign to expand public knowledge

of this human service information and referral program

* $1,000 to Pathways MI for Total Trek Quest, a team-building and strength-training
program for fourth through sixth grade boys that will be offered in Hudsonville

and Jenison

* $750 to Jehovah Jireh Ministries of Jamestown for improving the clothing ministry room
* $635 to Jenison Public Schools for books for building an Autism Lending Library

After surveying our community’s youth on their unmet needs, the Youth Advisory

Committee awarded the following grants this fiscal year:

* $500 to the Center for Women in Transition for their Girls on the Run program

* $500 to the MSU Extension Service for their youth mentoring program

Since 1994, SOCEF granted a total of $31,378.31 to many local non-profits including Love
INC, Zeeland Hospital, Harmony Homes, Eastern Ottawa Young Life, Learning Ship

Preschool, Young Life, Harbor House, Silent Observer, Christian Learning Center, and
projects for the City of Hudsonville, Georgetown Township, and our local private and public

school systems.

Georgetown Senior Center received a grant for a
cardiac defibrillator to offer immediate medical
intervention in an emergency at the center.
