Growing a caring home:

Part of what makes greater Grand Rapids a special place to live is
its strong nonprofit and philanthropic communities. The confluence
of donors and their connections to innovative nonprofit work has
created a special community culture, a community where many
are served and many give.

Grand Rapids Community Foundation makes grants from its

Fund For Community Good and Field of Interest Funds. Grants are
made in six priority areas: healthy people, vibrant neighborhoods,
healthy ecosystems, academic achievement, economic prosperity

and social enrichment. The Fund for Community Good and a variety

of designated funds support the Community Foundation’s leadership
initiatives. These include funding for schools in the city of Grand Rapids,
programs for older adults through Encore and child abuse and neglect
prevention programs in partnership with Kent County agencies.

We also work with our donors making grants through their
Donor Advised Funds to the many causes they personally
support and care about.

For 21 years, Dane Graham lived comfortably in his ranch home in rural Sparta. His family—
a daughter, two sons and a grandson—Ilived with him. Last October, while making a deer
hunting tree stand safer, Dane made a footing miscalculation and fell 20 feet out of the tree.
He lay in the woods, some 400 yards from his house, for several hours until his kids came

to the rescue. His spinal cord crushed, he was diagnosed as paraplegic. Three months of

hard work at Mary Free Bed Rehabilitation Hospital helped him learn new mobility in a
wheelchair and to manage daily living. But his steady income as a unionized building caulker
ended.“l had a lot to think about. | was scared to death about a lot of things, and the house
was the least of my problems,” Dane said. Then the foreclosure notice arrived.“l thought

I was losing it all,” he said.

Through the Michigan Department of Human Services, he was connected to Home Repair
Services.“Chantil at Home Repair Services handled it. She told me from the first call,
‘My goal is to keep you in your house,”” Dane said. Home Repair Services was successful
and the foreclosure was averted. Dane, the kids and his Labs, Abby and Shelby, are living
happily as Dane continues his recovery.

A grant of $50,000 from Grand Rapids Community Foundation to Home Repair Services
helped expand its foreclosure prevention program.

Shopping locally is an old concept gaining new momentum in progressive communities across the
U.S. and right here in Grand Rapids, thanks to the vision of green developer and entrepreneur
Guy Bazzani, who founded Local First ve years ago. The nonpro tis now led by Elissa Hillary.

“We focus our efforts on promoting local businesses and educating people about the bene ts
of supporting their local economy,”said Guy. Up to 68 cents of every dollar spent at a locally
owned business stays in the community and recirculates. Local enterprises give a community
distinctive character, making it a satisfying place to visit or live.““Up to 73 percent more money
stays in West Michigan when people choose to support a locally owned business, and it is one
of the easiest ways that people can help to keep and grow jobs in our community. ”said Elissa.

Local businesses make more local purchases, which require less transportation. They’re
most often located in urban areas, which help control sprawl, congestion and pollution.
Local businesses also contribute more philanthropic dollars to support nonpro ts.

Social Venture Investors awarded $32,800 to Local First for a guidebook project.
The guide, available during the 2008 holiday shopping season, will teach consumers
about the bene ts of buying local.*“We are excited about this book—not only does it

contain savings incentives for local shopping it will be a revenue generator for
Local First, contributing to our own sustainability,” said Elissa.

Cycling to work cuts gas consumption, helps the environment, is good for the
cardiovascular system and, as bike commuters like Gary De Kock will tell you,

is fun.““When | started my job with the city, | had to move. | looked for a house that
would make it easy to cycle to work,” Gary said. From March to November he bikes
six miles to his job at the Grand Rapids wastewater treatment facility. It takes him
only 15 more minutes than driving.“Most days | take a longer route home, because
| enjoy being outside and being active,” he said.

Gary coordinates the city’s annual Bike to Work Day and uses the internet to inform
the entire workforce.“The time is right because of Grand Rapids’ emphasis on
sustainability,” he explains.

Grand Rapids Community Foundation made a $2,700 grant so the city could produce

its Bike GR map. The map highlights preferred, secondary and cautionary bike routes
as well as bike trails and proposed trails. The maps are free at local bike shops, city
recreation activities and the Community Foundation.““We want to improve air quality
and reduce oil runoff from roads into the Grand River. Bike commuting and recreational
biking brings people face to face with their neighbors. The slower pace allows more
opportunity for friendly conversation,”said Jane Magniant, project coordinator and
secretary to Mayor George Heartwell.

Linda and Claire Gerke, mother and daughter, were surprised to nd out a few things
about themselves at a Michigan Go Run training last fall. The training, supported by a
$10,000 grant from Grand Rapids Community Foundation, was sponsored by

The White House Project, a nonpro t nonpartisan group that works to

advance women in political leadership on all levels.

The training focused on demystifying the barriers to running for office.“When | went into
the program, | was sure | wouldn’t be running for office. I’ve always been interested in
politics and legislative issues. | knew enough and thought I could learn more in order to be
a good mentor to some younger women. But now that a few months have passed since the
conference, I'm re-thinking that idea. I'm a Boomer, I’'m a woman and I’m not too old!

I’m seriously looking at running for office at the local level,” Linda said.

Claire is a bit more subdued, but just as passionate.“My children’s future is at stake here.
If I don’t like how things are, then I need to step up and make change happen. | don’t
see myself running for office, but | would be comfortable helping manage a campaign

and doing behind the scenes work.” The training taught her that running for office isn’t
as scary as she once thought.“I know I’'m not alone. If | want to work on a campaign
or be a candidate, there are lots of great connections out there for me,” she said.

If enthusiasm and a cheerful nature are linked to good health, Creta Brooks is, by all
measures, a healthy woman. A hi-lo driver at Pridgeon & Clay, Inc. (P&C), she signed on
with the Commit to Be Fit program through The Source, a nonpro t workplace collaborative
organization.“Creta embraced the program from the start and she’s encouraged others

to learn to live healthier through the program,”said Julie Church Krafft, P&C human
resources director.

Creta has been active in the program for two years and loves the results.“l quit smoking

on August 17, 2006. | smoked for 30 years! I've lost 27 pounds so far. | exercise every day
and have so much more energy. | don’t breathe so hard, either,” Creta said. She has improved
her diet by adding fruits and vegetables and eliminating fried meats.

Commit to Be Fit is supported through a grant of $35,000 from Grand Rapids Community
Foundation. The onsite workplace program educates and rewards employee participants

for healthy behaviors. Employees meet quarterly with a member of Spectrum Healthier
Communities wellness team. If they are meeting wellness goals—by not smoking, reducing
their body mass index (BMI) or maintaining an optimal BMI, keeping their blood pressure in
the normal range and exercising three times a week—they are rewarded with healthy cash
bonuses of up to $100 per quarter. This model encourages people to be responsible for their own
health, and reduces the risk for chronic preventable disease. All employee health information
is con dential between The Source, Spectrum Healthier Communities and the employee.

Learning is a lifelong journey and what is learned outside the classroom can be as valuable
as what is learned in school. The Youth Enrichment Scholarship (YES!) program at Grand
Rapids Community Foundation gives students in Grand Rapids Public Schools the
opportunity for ve years of summer learning experiences and eligibility for a college
scholarship after high school graduation. Each summer, students receive coaching from
mentors and Community Foundation staff plus $400 to attend camps they choose.

Teachers and principals selected Mario, a Central High School freshman, and his younger
brother, Juan, a Riverside Elementary sixth grader. In ve years as aYES! student, Mario
has attended summer programs to learn about soccer, computers, the zoo and making art

objects from clay.“l might like to be an architect or work with computers,” Mario said.
Juan tried out two art programs at Kendall College of Art and Design last summer.
“It’s more fun than staying at home,” said Juan, who aspires to be a doctor.

This summer, 86 kids in fourth through eighth grades went to summer camps.

The Community Foundation is tracking 55 students who have “graduated” from their ve
years of YES! and are potential college scholarship recipients. Also, since the scholarships
were rst awarded in 2007, 27 YES! high school graduates have received renewable
scholarships. This year the scholarships were increased to $1,500 per year.

As | look back on my 20 year career at Grand Rapids Community
Foundation, | believe this has been the most successful year yet—
we received the most annual gifts in our 86 year history—

$19 million in all. The most visible accomplishment is the purchase
and renovation of a permanent home at 185 Oakes Street SW.
The renovation of this 104 year old building has been exhausting
and exhilarating. It represents a long-term investment for the
Foundation and each decision along the way was carefully
scrutinized. The end result is an outstanding workplace for staff,
a wonderful community resource for nonpro ts and a smart
investment in a growing area of downtown.

Last year | reported on changes the Community Foundation made
with its investment asset allocation and hiring of new investment
managers. These critical decisions were the culmination of many
years of research on the part of the Investment Review Committee
with nal approval by the Board of Trustees. | am pleased to report
that these decisions served us very well this last year. While scal
year 2008 was a difficult year for investment growth, our annual
return of -3.7% was actually much better then it would have been
had we not made any changes to our investment portfolio.

Making a Grant Request >> Grand Rapids Community Foundation accepts pre-applications
(previously letters of inquiry) and grant applications throughout the year. Grants are approved by the Board

of Trustees six times per year. Minimally, grant applicants must serve people in Kent County, must be a 501(c)(3)
organization and work in the areas of academic achievement, economic prosperity, environment, health, social
enrichment or vibrant neighborhoods. Our guidelines detail other criteria necessary for funding consideration.
Teacher and student minigrant applications for classroom projects are submitted and awarded each fall.
Scholarships are processed in the spring with an early April deadline for application and a June noti cation
date.

Since 1922, Grand Rapids Community Foundation has led the community in making positive and sustainable change to benefit
all people who live in Kent County. Our success is directly related to our wonderful donors and the expertise of local nonprofits.

Helping Create a Magnetic West Michigan. Grand Rapids Community
Foundation does not exist in isolation. As an integral part of our dynamic
region, we collaborate and connect with other community foundations and
their communities to create a West Michigan that attracts and keeps residents,
businesses, students and resources.

Community Knowledge. Our partnership with the Community Research
Institute at the Johnson Center for Philanthropy at Grand Valley State
University provides a growing body of information about the community
and critical issues that concern Kent County. Our program staff specialize in
areas such as neighborhood revitalization, creating a welcoming community
for older adults, improving public education and child abuse prevention.

This expertise helps donors and other community leaders make decisions
and address issues.

Areas of Funding. Through grantmaking and leadership initiatives the
Community Foundation supports social enrichment, the environment, neighbor-
hoods, human health, academic achievement and economic prosperity.

Impact. Through our competitive grantmaking process, we help Community
Foundation grantees design methods to measure their impact. We also help
nonprofits leverage millions of dollars each year ($17.8M in this fiscal year)
from state and federal government, donors and other foundations.

Leadership. The Community Foundation supports several community
leadership initiatives. Leadership proactively addresses challenging and
complex community issues. Leadership involves building a credible and
diverse team of people who explore issues and solve problems boldly

and creatively. True leaders understand that certain issues can be resolved
only with great commitment of time, human and financial resources.

Donors. Gifts from many donors have built the Community Foundation’s
endowment to more than $239 million. The development staff works closely
with donors to help them achieve their philanthropic goals and to ensure that
their intentions are clear and achievable.

Transparency. The Community Foundation is certified as complying with
the National Standards for Community Foundations. We have voluntarily
adopted many policies and procedures to guarantee that we conduct business
not only legally, but ethically. In addition to our annual independent financial
audit, we have investment review and volunteer audit committees. Other
policies govern whistle blowing, record retention and conflicts of interest for
committee members, trustees and staff.

Governance and Staff. We are governed by a 12-member Board of
Trustees that represents diverse community interests. Foundation staff work
closely with donors, grantees, civic leaders and community residents to ensure
the Community Foundation makes a positive impact on Kent County. Our staff
includes professionals in grantmaking, development, communication, finance,
administration and youth development.

April >>08

Families attend a free summer camp expo hosted by the Foundation to learn
about local summer camps and opportunities for camp scholarships and
transportation. Representatives from 35 overnight camps, day camps and summer
enrichment programs give parents and children wider access to summer social
enrichment. The expo is funded by the Mary I. and David D. Hunting Fund.

The Community Foundation grants $50,000 to Home Repair Services for
increased staffing to prevent home foreclosure among Kent County families.

May >>08

The Public Relations Society of America West Michigan Chapter awards the
Community Foundation a gold PRoof award for its quarterly journal, “Current.”
The Community Foundation also wins four silver PRoof awards for its annual
report, 85th anniversary celebration campaign, Youth Peer Survey awareness
campaign and Elements of Planned Giving mail series.

After reviewing 29 grant proposals, local high school students in the Community
Foundation’s Youth Grant Committee award 15 nonprofits a total of $51,750 to
create and expand youth-focused programs.

For the fifth year in a row, the Michigan Business and Professional Association
names the Community Foundation one of “West Michigan’s 101 Best and
Brightest Companies to Work For.”

The first grant from the African American Heritage Fund supports the

New Hope Baptist Church Summer Youth Program, which helps local youth
learn about local, state and national government structures and the importance
of democracy.

The Community Foundation commences its first and only capital campaign
to secure funds to purchase and renovate its new home at 185 Oakes
Street SW.

June >>08

Disney actor Chris Warren Jr. and the Community Foundation help three

local elementary schools celebrate educational achievements as part of the
Meijer Good Schools for Grand Rapids program. Students and families from
Alexander, Aberdeen and Millbrook Christian Elementary schools also celebrate
as they are selected to be Meijer Good Schools for the 2008/2009 year.

More than 500 high school, undergraduate and graduate students receive

Community Foundation scholarships totaling $544,550. Three of four new

scholarship funds established earlier this year provide an extra $20,000 for
scholarships to Grand Rapids Public Schools graduates.

Just five years after financial services firm Merrill Lynch announced its
decision to link with community foundations across the U.S., Merrill Lynch’s
Community Charitable Fund with the Grand Rapids Community Foundation
ends the year with $1,000,000 in assets.

Grand Rapids community members impressively support the Community
Foundation, which ends its fiscal year with $19,000,000, the largest amount
ever raised. The record breaking total results from diverse gifts, many made
to the Fund for Community Good. Through these gifts, the Community
Foundation continues its mission of creating positive and sustainable change
for the greater Grand Rapids community.

Creating a named fund:

You can select from the following fund types
based on your desired level of involvement.
All grants or scholarships will be made in the

name of the fund unless you desire anonymity.

NAMED FUND FOR COMMUNITY GOOD: This type of
fund allows you to use the full resources of our
professional grantmaking staff. Oversight by our
Board of Trustees and volunteers ensures that
grants are directed to areas where they will do the
most good in our community, now and in the future.
As community needs change, so will the programs
that your fund supports.
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FIELD OF INTEREST FUND: Again, your fund will
benefit from the full resources of our staff and
volunteers, but you provide an area of interest to
focus their efforts. Grants from your fund will be used
to benefit causes you care about, such as the arts,
aging, children and youth, or the environment.

SCHOLARSHIP FUND: With this fund, you will help

set the scholarship criteria and the Community
Foundation’s staff will manage the program on
your behalf. Each year, a volunteer committee
reviews applications for the scholarship and selects
the most worthy student recipient(s). If you choose,
you can be a part of the selection process.

LEGACY OR DYNAMIC DONOR ADVISED FUND:
These funds are started by an individual, family

or business. Much like private foundations, advised
funds allow you to direct grantmaking to any 501(c)(3)
nonprofit while relieving you of the administrative
burdens of running a private foundation.

NONPROFIT ENDOWMENT FUND: This type of fund can
be established by an individual, family, business or
a nonprofit itself. It provides permanent endowment
support for the organization. Each year, a grant
from the fund can be distributed to the nonprofit or
retained for a future larger disbursement, according
to the organization’s needs.
